e Brattleboro - A local hospital requested a Health Alert Network (HAN) alert to be issued. The Vermont
Department of Health was notified.
e Berlin - A liquid propane (LP) leak was reported. The Vermont Hazardous Materials Response Team was notified.

o  Williamstown - Approximately two gallons of motor oil spilled due to a motor vehicle accident. The Agency of
Natural Resources was notified.

RESOURCES DEPLOYED:
e Three swiftwater rescue teams were staged overnight in Manchester, Berlin, and Townshend to provide regional
coverage for the December 11-12, 2024, heavy rain and flooding event. All resources have returned to quarters.
e The Vermont Hazardous Materials Response Team (VTHMRT) deployed one personnel and car #1 to support the
Berlin Fire Department with the Berlin LP Incident.
